Freemasonry, at its heart, is an educational institution.  Upon his Raising, every Freemason begins a search for light that takes his entire lifetime and beyond to find.  Searching for light means a quest to become more knowledgeable about the Craft, our world and our inner self.  The search means we must be involved in education.  The George Peter Medal is given to those Brothers who have attained a high degree of Masonic Education and have dedicated their Masonic lives to educating others.

In every generation, there appear among us giants who shape and alter the world around them in a highly positive way.  George Peter is one of those giants in the Grand Lodge of New York.  He has helped spawn a generation of Masons who firmly believe in the value of Masonic Education and the effect that Masonic Education has on leadership.  Brother Peter has always taught that “leadership is education and education is leadership.” George Peter’s Masonic life has been centered on the precepts so eloquently put forth in our Ritual.  Brother Peter believes in performing excellent ritual work and living out the meaning of the Ritual in his daily life.

George Peter has lived out this creed with the utmost distinction. He has brought to light the essence of Freemasonry and has led many of the Craft’s leaders to be involved in “higher thoughts and greater achievements.”  Brother Peter has stood as a beacon of light for Masonic Education his entire life. It is a good thing we do to pay homage to this outstanding man and Mason.
NOTE: The George Peter Medal may be given to only one Brother state-wide each year. 
             It is not to be awarded annually if there is no qualified candidate.
Criteria
· The nominee must have been a Master Mason a minimum of 15 years - no exceptions
· The nominee must have participated on an ongoing basis, as indicated, as an Instructor (I), Facilitator (F), and/or Mentor (M) in the following courses or areas: 

a. Lodge System of Masonic Education (LSOME) – I & M
b. The Leadership Development Course-8 (LDC-8) – I & M
c. The Masonic Development Course (MDC) – I & M
d. The Road To The East (RTTE) - I
e. Individual Development Course (iDC) – I, F & M 
f. Ritual mentoring of candidates and Lodge officers – I & M
g. Lodge and District Schools of Ritual/Instructions – I & M

· The nominee must have a track record of presenting Masonic Education or Leadership talks in the Lodges and or Districts in his area and beyond. 

· The nominee must have published Educational and or Leadership articles in recognized Masonic publications.
· The nominee must have a track record of developing Masonic Educators and Leaders.

For the nomination:


Part I consists of a brief biographical sketch of the nominee. 

Part II provides a description of why the Brother is deserving of the George Peter Award.  

- Selection Process -

One nomination can be made for each District upon agreement of the District Deputy Grand Master, the Grand Lodge Staff Officer and Assistant Grand Lecturer. 

The nomination should be forwarded to the Nomination and Review Committee by the District Deputy to be received no later than April 1, 2008.
The Nomination and Review Committee will consist of four members of the MUNY Committee from different regions in the Jurisdiction and one member of the elected or appointed Grand Line. 
Finalists for the award will be personally interviewed by the Committee.

Final selection will be made by the Grand Master based on the recommendation of the Nomination and Review Committee.
Review the citation and criteria carefully and assure that the Brother you nominate truly meets the description of the George Peter Medal for Educational Achievement
